Franciscan Friars 6th Sunday in Ordinary Time

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Lent begins this week on Ash Wednesday. It lasts roughly forty days, through the afternoon of
Holy Thursday (March 29). We then celebrate the Paschal Triduum with the Mass of the Lord's
Supper on Thursday evening, the Liturgy of the Lord's Passion on Friday afternoon, and the great
Easter Vigil on Saturday night. For catechumens, Lent is a time of final preparation before baptism.
For the baptized, it is a time of spiritual renewal.

We take time for renewal because we recognize that we are spiritually out of shape. Traditional
Lenten renewal practices consist of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. Through prayer we seek to
renew our conscious relationship with God. Through fasting (taking better care of our bodies and
our earth) we seek to renew our relationship with creation. Through alms-giving (commitment to
justice) we seek to renew our relationship with our fellow human beings, especially with those who
are disadvantaged.

At St Aloysius our Lenten Masses will be more stark and somber. Lighting will be dimmed. We
will not sing the Gloria or the Alleluia. We will kneel for our confession of sins before Mass. In
addition, we will have a special celebration of the Liturgy of Reconciliation. Beyond the church
doors, can we try to live more simply and in more conscious solidarity with our suffering sisters and
brothers? Can we try to be more attentive to the people around us and to the daily happenings of
our own lives? If we do, we can be much better prepared to sing a joyful Alleluia at Easter.

Under normal circumstances, all Catholics between the
ages of 18 and 59 are obliged to fast on Ash Wednes-
day and Good Friday. On those two days they are not
to eat between meals and are to eat no more than one
full meal and two smaller meals.

Similarly, all Catholics above the age of 14 are obliged
to abstain from the meat of warm-blooded animals,
like chicken, beef, pork, hot dogs, hamburger, cold cuts,
etc, on Ash Wednesday, the Fridays of Lent, and Good
Friday.

The spirit of the law is one of taking responsibility for
our daily lives, respecting the needs of others and the
limitations of the earth, and opening ourselves to the
Creator of all.

Dr. M. Shawn Copeland is an associate professor of sys-
tematic theology at Boston College, where she teaches
graduate students in theology & undergraduate students
in the Interdisciplinary Program in African and African
Diaspora Studies. M. Shawn Copeland received her Ph.D.
in systematic theology from Boston College. Before her
return to Boston College in 2003 as a faculty member, she
taught at St. Norbert College, Yale Divinity School, and
Marquette University. In addition, she served for twelve
years as an adjunct-faculty member of the Institute for
Black Catholic Studies (IBCS) at Xavier University of New
Orleans—New Orleans, Louisiana.

Dr. Copeland is a prolific author, with more than 100 pub-
lications to her credit. She is author of Enfleshing Fredom:
Body, Race and Being and The Subversive Power of Love:
The Vision of Henriette Delille. She is the principal editor
of Uncommon Faithfulness: The Black Catholic Experience
and co-editor (with Elisabeth Schussler Fiorenza) of
Feminist Theologies in Different Contexts and Violence
against Women.

Dr. Copeland is the recipient of several awards, including
the Yves Congar Award for Excellence in Theology from
Barry University, Miami, Florida; the Distinguished Scholar
Award from the Black Religious Scholars Group of the
American Academy of Religion; and five honorary degrees.
