Happy fourth Sunday of Lent! Today is Laetare, or “rejoice” Sunday. It may seem as though there is little to rejoice 

about these days but remember that God is faithful and that He promises that a new day will dawn! Very slowly, 

but surely, signs of springtime are emerging. Very slowly, but surely, the pandemic will come to an end. We are            

a people of hope because we are confident in the person of Christ who  promises to be with us always. For this, 

we rejoice!

Public Masses may be suspended, but let’s make sure 

we don’t get into a habit of forgetting to keep Sunday holy. 

Parents, I know that you are probably anxious as you figure out how to navigate working and being a full-time 

teacher as well. Know that I especially hold you in prayer. Not to add more to your plate, but don’t forget about 

some catechesis as we move through this week. It’s a good time to make sure the kids know the basic prayers: 

Hail Mary, Our Father, Glory Be. Maybe start a routine of praying one of these at different points throughout the 

day. Ask the kids today: If we were in church today, what color would the priest be wearing? (The answer is Rose 

because it’s Laetare Sunday, but Purple is acceptable, too!). 

I happy to let you know that thanks to the efforts of Nurse Kathy and Louise, and the generous spirits of some        

of our parishioners, we have coordinated efforts to check in on the senior members of our parish and also the 

elderly who live on Washington Boulevard and are part of our SHARE group. The light of St. Aloysius Parish           

continues to shine!
